LINDHOLME  MOTOR  SPORTS  CLUB  LIMITED
CHAMPIONSHIP  COMPETITION  RULES  2010
These rules govern all Lindholme Motor Sports Club (LMSC) championships in 2010 and are supplementary to the MSA Year Book and any written instructions that the organising clubs may issue for the events concerned.  Please read the relevant sections in these rules if you wish to compete in any of the championships.

1.1  In 2010 LMSC is a member of the following associations:




Association of North East and Cumbria Car Clubs



Association of North East Midland Motor Clubs



Association of North Western Car Clubs



Association of Northern Car Clubs


Association of West Midland Motor Clubs



East Midlands Association of Motor Clubs

1.2.  A competitor must enter an event as a LMSC member in order to claim points.  It is the competitor's responsibility to claim points from an event within 60 days of the results being declared final, but no claims will be considered after the first club meeting in January 2011.  The competitor must produce a set of results for each event (which must also show the numbers of competitors which started the event) and documentation (e.g. an entry list or a copy of the entry form) to prove that the competitor entered as a member of LMSC.
1.3.  All trophies will be presented at the annual dinner and dance in the following year.  All perpet​ual trophies must be returned within 11 months or 1 month before the following dinner & dance.

1.4.  The Competition Secretary and the Club Committee reserve the right to alter and amend these rules should it be deemed necessary to do so.

1.5.  Amendments will be published in Tappits and carry the same force as these rules.

1.6.  The Competition Secretary and the Club Committee reserve the right to exclude an event from the championship, for example, an event with obscure eligibility, if it is considered to be in the best interests of the club or the membership.

BEGINNERS' AWARDS
2.1.  These awards are open only to LMSC members who hold their first competition licence in 2010.  Registration is required with the Competition Secretary.

2.2.  Awards will be made to the highest placed driver and navigator in the Road Rally Champion​ship.  Awards will also be made to the driver and co-driver who score the highest total in the Stages Rally Championship and the Multi-Use Stages Championship combined.

2.3.  The Peter Halkyard Beginners Trophy will be awarded to the driver, co-driver or navigator who has the highest points total of the above. Calculations will be done as shown in paras 4.5 and 5.5.

AUTOTEST CHAMPIONSHIP
3.1. The Championship will consist of a maximum of seven clubmans events promoted by LMSC.  The maximum number of events for which a competitor may claim points will be one less than the number of events organised.
3.2.  Cars will compete in two classes, Open and Saloon.  Open class is for all specials and any car without a roof; Saloons will cover all other vehicles.  The organisers will have the final say in which class the car is eligible.

3.3.  Points will be allocated for each class on the basis of 10 for a win, 9 for second place, 8 for third place and so on.  If there are more than 10 competitors taking part in a class, then those in tenth place and below will be awarded 1 point.

3.4.  The overall champion at the end of the year will be the highest scoring class winner, for which they will receive the Doncaster Driver of the Year Shield.  There will be awards for each class winner; awards will be presented to second and third in class subject to there being 4 or 6 in the class.  First lady overall will also receive an award.

3.5. Should there be any ties a count back of first, seconds, etc. will be made to decide the winner.

3.6.  The organisers of each round will supply the Competition Secretary with a copy of the results after each round.

ROAD RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP
4.1.  The club's own rally will not count for points.

4.2.  Rallies eligible for points are National B status Road Rallies and Navigational Rallies within the Associations of which LMSC is a member. Road Rallies and Navigational Rallies to which LMSC is an invited club will also be eligible.  Road Rallies and Navigational Rallies which require competitors to join the organising club in order to compete without Competition Licences may also be eligible at the discretion of the Competition Secretary in consultation with the Committee.

4.3.  There is no limit to the number of events that can be entered but only an individual's six best scores will count.

4.4.  Awards will be given on individual events to the highest placed full Lindholme crew when 3 or more full crews sign on as LMSC members.  In terms of the overall championship, awards will be given to the first three drivers and navigators.  In the case of a tie for any league position, the higher position will be given to the competitor who has the greater number of first places, then second places, etc.
4.5.  Points will be awarded according to the number of full Lindholme registered members signed on.  For example, if 10 co-drivers sign on, the first co-driver will receive 10 points, the second 9 points and so on.  No points are awarded for retirement.

In addition, bonus points will be awarded for individual placings as follows:
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4.6.  If a competitor finishes in the top five then bonus points are awarded as follows:
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STAGE RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP
5.1.  The club's own stage rally will not count for points.

5.2.  Rallies eligible for points are all events of International, National A and National B status and those events of Clubman status to which LMSC is an invited club.

5.3.  There is no limit to the number of events that can be entered but only an individual's six best scores will count.

5.4.  Awards will be given on individual events to the highest placed full Lindholme crew when 3 or more full crews sign on as LMSC members.  In terms of the overall championship, awards will be given to the first three drivers and co-drivers.  In the case of a tie for any league position, the higher position will be given to the competitor who has the greater number of first places, then second places, etc.
5.5.  Points will be awarded to the number of full Lindholme crews signed on.  For instance, if 10 crews sign on, the first crew will receive 10 points, the second 9 points and so on. No points are awarded for retirement.

In addition, bonus points will be awarded for individual placings as follows:
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5.6.  If a competitor finishes in the top five bonus points are awarded as follows:
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MULTI-USE STAGE RALLY CHAMPIONSHIP
6.1.  All rules as Stage Rally Championship but delete: All National A and International events.

12 - CAR CHALLENGE CHAMPIONSHIP
7.1.  The Championship will consist of all 12-car Navigational Rallies, Scatter Rallies, Treasure Hunts and Table-top Rallies organised by LMSC or to which LMSC is an invited club.

7.2.  Points may be scored in 6 rounds but there is no limit to the number of events that can be entered. If six events or fewer take place, the maximum number of events for which a competitor may claim points will be one less than the number of events organised.

7.3.  Points will be allocated on the basis of 12 points for a win, 11 for second place, 10 points for third place and so on.  If more than 12 crews take part, those in 12th place and below will be awarded 1 point.  In the case of events on which some competitors sign on as members of other clubs, points will be awarded to crews who both sign on as LMSC members on the basis of 12 points for the highest placed, 11 for the second highest, 10 for the third highest and so on.  In addition to the scoring rounds, 10 points may be claimed by competitors who organise a round in the championship.  This can only be claimed once.  The maximum number of competitors who may claim the 10 points per round is two.

7.4.  There will be separate championships for drivers and navigators.

7.5.  Awards will be presented to the winners of each round.  Awards will be presented to the first, second and third overall in the series.  In the case of a tie for any league position, the higher position will be given to the competitor who has the greater number of first places, then second places, etc.
7.6.  Organisers will supply the Competition Secretary with a copy of the results.

ALL EVENTS CHAMPIONSHIP

8.1.  This Championship will consist of all motor sports events of any status organised by LMSC, or to which LMSC is an invited club, or to which the associations of which LMSC is a member are invited.  Points may be claimed by drivers, co-drivers or navigators.  It is not necessary to have entered an event as a LMSC member to claim points in this championship.

8.2.  Points will be awarded on the basis of performance within the class entered;  the points will be calculated by subtracting the position in class from the number of entries in the class, as in the table below.  The calculation will apply regardless of the status of the event.
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This table can be extended to any size of class and to any position in class

8.3.  Points will be awarded for a maximum of 6 events, which may all be from one discipline or may be from a combination of any number of disciplines.  Points must be claimed between 15th November and 31st December of the championship year, supported by appropriate documentation (e.g. results, entry list, regs etc.).  Responsibility for claiming points lies with competitors, who must be registered members of LMSC at the time of the claim.

8.4.  An award will be presented to the overall winner.  In the case of a tie, the award will be presented to the competitor who has the greater number of first places, then second places, etc.
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
